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A JOINT RESOLUTION memorializing Euris Chaney of Calloway County.

WHEREAS, Euris Chaney, a native of Hickman County, moved to Calloway County in 1918, after marrying the former Lela Skinner; and

WHEREAS, Euris Chaney, a farmer by trade, was active in the civic life of Calloway County and Murray and served on the local school board; and

WHEREAS, Euris Chaney's interest in education extended to his family, and three of his four children and 11 of his 13 grandchildren all graduated from Murray State University; and

WHEREAS, Euris Chaney's home was purchased by the state for construction of a new connector highway between Aurora and Murray; and

WHEREAS, Euris Chaney is fondly remembered by his children and grandchildren, and his many friends in his adopted hometown;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the new Kentucky Route 80, currently under construction between Kentucky Route 402 and Kentucky Route 94, the "Euris Chaney Connector."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, upon completion of construction, erect signs designating the "Euris Chaney Connector" at each end of the route specified in Section 1 of this Resolution.
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
