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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Kentucky Veterans Highway" in Bell County.

WHEREAS, it is the men and women of the Armed Forces who, since the inception of this great nation, have won and defended the freedoms that we now enjoy; and

WHEREAS, in protecting and defending their country, America's soldiers, sailors, airmen, and Marines have given the best years of their lives to a cause that yields little financial reward and scant glory; and

WHEREAS, the places that our servicemen have gone to secure and defend our liberties spans the globe from Bunker Hill and the Alamo here in America, to such far-flung locales as Bastogne, Normandy, Iwo Jima, Inchon, Saigon, and Kuwait City; and

WHEREAS, the men and women of our Armed Forces are now engaged in a struggle against a 21st Century enemy, one far more nebulous, and in many ways more dangerous, that the tyrants and despots of a bygone era; and

WHEREAS, it is appropriate that we paused to reflect upon and honor the service, dedication, and sacrifice of millions of Americans who have served their country since its inception;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name United States Route 119 from the Joan Asher Cawood Bridge to the Harlan County line the "Kentucky Veterans Highway."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs that read "Kentucky Veterans Highway" at each end of the route identified in Section 1 of this Resolution, and at appropriate intervals along the route.
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
