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A JOINT RESOLUTION mandating the Transportation Cabinet to take various actions regarding temporary tourism signs including agritourism signs.

WHEREAS, farmers are the backbone of our society, not only in Kentucky but nationally as well; and

WHEREAS, if not for the countless hours our farmers toil to provide food and livestock the entire world would go hungry; and

WHEREAS, an unfortunate result of America's "fast-paced society" is that more and more people traveling our highways are unaware of the jewels of local interest they are bypassing due to limited highway signage; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's farmers desperately need assistance in promoting their goods and services to the general public;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall continue to work with the Tourism Cabinet and the agritourism industry to develop a signage program for temporary events that will comply with federal mandates, the federal Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, and the federal Highway Beautification Act.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall make an effort to find or develop a signage program that allows low cost signage materials that may be easily erected and removed or covered for temporary tourism events, including agritourism.

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall experiment to find methods for erecting panel boards or stand alone signs that meet the needs of temporary tourism events while maintaining standards the cabinet has been charged with administering through state and federal laws.

Section 4.   The Transportation Cabinet shall report its findings to the Legislative Research Commission not later than September 1, 2004.
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
