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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Battlefield Memorial Highway" in Madison County.

WHEREAS, on August 29 and 30, 1862, the Union and Confederate forces waged the Battle of Richmond, one of the most significant battles of the Kentucky Campaign; and

WHEREAS, the Battle of Richmond involved engagements at Big Hill, Berea, and Richmond where the Confederate forces, under the direction of Major General Edmund Kirby-Smith, routed the Union forces and lost only about 100 men, while the Union Army lost over 4,500 who were killed or wounded; and

WHEREAS, the Confederate victory, one of the most complete of the war, would be rendered for naught just weeks later at the Battle of Perryville, which led to the abandonment of the Kentucky Campaign; and

WHEREAS, the site of the Battle of Richmond is of great historical and social significance and should be recognized as such;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name United States Route 421 in Madison County from United States Route 25 to Kentucky Route 1016 the "Battlefield Memorial Highway."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the road identified in Section 1 of this Resolution that read "Battlefield Memorial Highway."
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
