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A RESOLUTION urging the Transportation Cabinet to name the new bridge planned over Elk Fork on Kentucky Route 519 in Morgan County in memory and honor of County Judge William Lykins.

WHEREAS, the son of David and Nancy Williams Lykins, William Lykins was born in Floyd County, Kentucky on February 28, 1811; and

WHEREAS, the Lykins family relocated to Morgan County where William Lykins married Prudence Barker Lylcins on November 21, 1829; and

WHEREAS, William Lykins was the first County Judge of Morgan County and proudly served from 1850 to 1858; and

WHEREAS, William Lykins died on May 21, 1893, and he was buried at Caney, Kentucky in the Walnut Grove Cemetery;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is urged to name the new bridge planned over Elk Fork on Kentucky Route 519 in Morgan County in memory and honor of County Judge William Lykins.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet is urged to erect signs to each approach to the new bridge that read "Judge William Lykins Memorial Bridge."
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
