WHEREAS, William Carrick James was born on July 2, 1915, a native of Scott County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 11, 2004; and

WHEREAS, William Carrick James was the loving son of the late Roscoe G. and Mollie Warring James; he was the devoted husband of Ruth Towles James, who preceded him in passing; and he was the proud uncle of Ann Thomas Kenley, Geraldine Summary, Kathleen King, Mary Janice Towles, and Thomas Towles; and

Vernon Lodge No. 14F. & A.M. and the Oleika Temple Shrine; and

WHEREAS, the passing of William Carrick James has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
