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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of A. J. "Jim" Higgs.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to A. J. "Jim" Higgs, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Jim Higgs was born on April 17, 1936, a native of Paducah, McCracken County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Frankfort, Franklin County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 16, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Jim Higgs was the loving son of the late A. J. Higgs and Francis Nabb Higgs; he was the loving father of a son, Brent Higgs of Frankfort, and a daughter, Cynthia Higgs of Lexington; and he was the proud grandfather of two grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Jim Higgs graduated from Paducah Public Schools in 1954; he received his A.B. in History from Centre College in 1958, where he was on the Dean's List for four years; and he earned his J.D. degree from the University of Kentucky College of Law in 1967, graduating with Distinction; and

WHEREAS, Jim Higgs was admitted to the Kentucky Bar Association in 1968, and he served as Assistant Director of the Kentucky Bar Association in 1968, after which time he began his successful career in the general practice of law; he was appointed Frankfort City Judge in 1969; he served as Frankfort City Attorney from 1972 to 1973; he was elected by the citizens of Frankfort as Frankfort City Judge, serving from 1974 to 1978; he was General Counsel to the Kentucky Department of Libraries and Archives from 1977 to 1978; he served as Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney for the 48th Judicial Circuit from 1978 to 1984; he served as General Counsel to the state Personnel Board from 1983 to 1985; he was Master Commissioner for Franklin Circuit Court from 1984 to 1992; he served on the Frankfort Electric and Water Plant Board from 1985 to 1989, serving as its Chairman in 1989; and he served as City Solicitor for the City of Frankfort from 1992 to 2004; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure as City Solicitor for the City of Frankfort, Jim Higgs provided legal advice to two Mayors serving terms from 1992 to 2004; and he provided counsel to six terms of City Commissioners serving terms from 1992 to 2004; and

WHEREAS, when we remember A. J. "Jim" Higgs, we are reminded that he was a public servant, in the truest sense of the word; and he represented justice, fairness, and integrity, and he served as an inspiration to his peers; and

WHEREAS, the passing of A. J. "Jim" Higgs has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of A. J. "Jim" Higgs, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
