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A RESOLUTION amending House Rules 22 and 26.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Rule 22 of the House of Representatives Rules of Procedure is amended to read as follows:

Rule 22. Decorum of Members. No member shall designate another member by name. At all times while the House is in session and the Speaker is presiding, members shall give their full attention to the Speaker, or to a member recognized for any purpose by the Speaker.
Section 2.   Rule 26 of the House of Representatives Rules of Procedure is amended to read as follows:

Rule 26. Duties of Speaker. The Speaker shall take the chair every day precisely at the hour fixed for the meeting of the House and on the appearance of a quorum, shall cause the Journal of the preceding day to be read, unless the reading of the same is dispensed with by the House.

The Speaker shall preserve decorum and order and, in the event of any disorder in the gallery or in the House Chamber, may cause the same to be cleared of any persons creating disturbances or disorders. The Speaker may levy a fine not to exceed $25 on any member who fails to maintain decorum in the Chamber, as required by Rule 22 and by this Rule. All proceeds from any fine levied pursuant to this Rule shall be deposited in the House fund for flowers.
All writs, warrants, subpoenas or other processes shall be signed by the officer who may be presiding over the House when the paper is issued; and the presiding officer's signature shall be attested by the Clerk, when ordered by a majority of the members.
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
