A RESOLUTION declaring February 26, 2004 as Kentucky Museum and History Day.

WHEREAS, there are more than 430 museums and history organizations serving Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, museums and history organizations are essential partners in the economic development of communities throughout Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, approximately 6 million visitors tour Kentucky museums and historic sites each year; and

WHEREAS, these organizations provide hundreds of thousands of Kentucky students with valuable learning experiences that enhance their formal education; and

WHEREAS, an estimated 3.7 million artifacts, documenting the state's history, culture, art, and natural heritage are cared for by Kentucky museums; and

WHEREAS, museums and history organizations improve the quality of life for all Kentuckians by being active, contributing members of communities in every region of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the proud heritage of the people of the Commonwealth of Kentucky is represented in the diversity of historical and cultural organizations; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky Museum and History Day is sponsored by more than 150 organizations that are members of the Historical Confederation of Kentucky, the Kentucky Association of Museums, and the Kentucky Historical Society; and

WHEREAS, on February 26, 2004, more than forty museum and historical organizations will display exhibits on the second floor of the State Capitol;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives recognizes and applauds the efforts of Kentucky's museums and historical organizations to improve the economic, social, and educational well being of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and does hereby declare February 26, 2004 as Kentucky Museum and History Day, and congratulates all those taking part in the preparation and planning of this important event.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Representative Harry Moberly for presentation to the appropriate officials sponsoring the Kentucky Museum and History Day event.
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
