On page 1, beginning after the title and continuing up to "NOW, THEREFORE," on page 2, by deleting all "WHEREAS" clauses and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"WHEREAS, "6-1-1" is an easy-to-remember telephone number that facilitates critical connections between individuals and families and the governmental agencies responsible for oversight of programs affecting them; and

WHEREAS, there are over 4,000,000 citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky in families that work and pay taxes, and all of these citizens are affected by the actions of state and local government on a daily basis; and

WHEREAS, each citizen of the Commonwealth is interested in reporting government waste, fraud, abuse, and inefficiency; and

WHEREAS, 6-1-1 will reduce the number of wasteful, fraudulent, and abusive actions and programs within the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, 6-1-1 is an efficient and cost-effective system that will support the reporting of government waste, fraud, abuse, and efficiency; and

WHEREAS, 6-1-1 will streamline access to agencies and officials with oversight responsibility for the proper and efficient management of government;"; and

On page 2, by deleting lines 1 through 4 in their entirety and inserting the following in lieu thereof:

"Section 1.   The General Assembly urges the Executive Branch of the Commonwealth to facilitate the development of a 6-1-1 system for the reporting of waste, fraud, and abuse in state and local government.".
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
