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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Michael Eady upon being the recipient of a National Heroism Award presented by the Boy Scouts of America.

WHEREAS, Michael Eady is a Life Scout and a member of Troop 380 at St. Patrick Catholic Church in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, in September 2002, Michael Eady, along with his ROTC unit at Eastern High School, was washing cars as a fund-raiser at Roppel's Auto Service Center in Middletown; he witnessed an accident that trapped an injured woman underneath an automobile, and he risked his life to aide the victim by crawling under the car, removing shards of glass from her body, and helping to keep her awake and calm until the appropriate emergency personnel arrived; and

WHEREAS, Michael Eady's quick reaction to a serious situation was a result of his Scout emergency preparedness training that helped him deal with this accident in a calm and collected manner; and

WHEREAS, because of his bravery, Michael Eady is the recipient of a National Heroism Award which was presented by the Boy Scouts of America at their annual Lincoln Heritage Council Volunteer and Eagle Scout Recognition meeting in Louisville on February 22, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Michael Eady will be attending the United States Naval Academy in Annapolis, Maryland next year, and he plans a career in the Marine Corps;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby commend and applaud Michael Eady for his courage and valor, and congratulates him upon being a recipient of the prestigious National Heroism Award presented by the Boy Scouts of America on February 22, 2004.
