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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Big Brothers Big Sisters upon the occasion of its 100th Anniversary.

WHEREAS, Big Brothers Big Sisters is the oldest and largest youth mentoring organization, serving more than 200,000 youth in 5,000 communities in all 50 states; and

WHEREAS, Big Brothers Big Sisters has helped children discover new worlds of possibilities and opportunities, and its mission is to make a positive difference in the lives of children through one-to-one friendships involving guidance, care, trust, respect, and fun; and

WHEREAS, individual Big Brothers and Big Sisters help build meaningful friendships and create lifelong bonds by sharing everyday experiences, such as playing sports, seeing movies, reviewing schoolwork, visiting museums, washing the car, taking walks, volunteering in communities, or just hanging out together; and

WHEREAS, a recent independent study of 959 children in the Big Brothers Big Sisters program found that compared to their peers these children were 46 percent less likely to use drugs, almost a third less likely to hit someone, were less likely to skip school, and had better relationships with their parents; and

WHEREAS, there are approximately 4,000 volunteers (adult mentors) in the Big Brothers Big Sisters program in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, who through their simple human acts of friendship, enhance the lives of so many;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby congratulate and applaud the Big Brothers Big Sisters organization upon the occasion of its 100th Anniversary, and for its many years of dedicated service to the youth of this Commonwealth. We wish Big Brothers Big Sisters success in all future endeavors.
