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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Judge Faust Y. Simpson.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Judge Faust Y. Simpson, our mentor and colleague, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Faust Y. Simpson was born on September 11, 1909, a native of Sturgis, and longtime resident of Morganfield, Union County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on March 21, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Faust Y. Simpson was the loving son of the late George B. and Octa Virginia Barbee Simpson; he was the devoted husband of 57 years to Mary Elizabeth Mills Simpson; he was the loving father of two sons, Thomas Edwin Simpson of Morganfield and William Faust Simpson of Louisville, and three daughters, Mary Virginia Simpson of Henderson, Alice Simpson Lovan of Bowling Green, and Laura Elizabeth Stefka of Boston; he was the proud grandfather of 10 grandchildren, and the proud great-grandfather of a great-granddaughter; and he also leaves behind a loving sister, Virginia Simpson Pope of Morganfield; and

WHEREAS, Faust Y. Simpson graduated from Sturgis High School; in September 1929, he enrolled at George Washington University and was awarded a Junior Certificate in 1934; he was readmitted to George Washington University, where he completed his Bachelor of Laws in 1938, and where he also was a member of Sigma Nu fraternity; and

WHEREAS, after being admitted to the Kentucky Bar, Faust Y. Simpson returned to his beloved Union County, where he began practicing law in Morganfield; while in private practice, he served his constituents from the 10th Legislative District with pride and distinction in the Kentucky House of Representatives from 1941 to 1945; he served as Commonwealth's Attorney for the fifth judicial district from 1946 through 1955; he was appointed to fill out the remaining term as Circuit Judge for the deceased Judge Marlin Blackwell, and was re-elected Circuit Judge for Henderson, Union, Webster, and Crittenden counties many times until his retirement in 1975; after retirement, he continued on the bench acting as special judge for the state Circuit Court; he then joined J. Quentin Wesley, and his son, Thomas E. Simpson, in private practice; and in 1992, he and his son established Simpson & Simpson law offices; and 

WHEREAS, Faust Y. Simpson was a public servant in the very truest sense of the word; he will best be remembered and admired for his high moral principles, his commitment to justice, civility, and truthfulness, and his strong stand against illegal gambling activities, which resulted in the demise of widespread gambling in Henderson County; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Judge Faust Y. Simpson has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Judge Faust Y. Simpson, and extends to his family its most heartfelt sympathy.
