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A RESOLUTION urging the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government to study salaries and pension benefits of Lexington police and firefighters.

WHEREAS, more than a quarter million Kentucky citizens living in Lexington depend on the police and firefighters of that city to protect and defend their lives and property; and

WHEREAS, maintaining adequately staffed police and fire departments is essential to providing those protective services; and

WHEREAS, the wages and benefits provided to police and firefighters must be sufficient to compensate for the extraordinary danger and the physical toll experienced in those jobs; and

WHEREAS, the salary and benefit package are essential in attracting and retaining qualified professional personnel; and

WHEREAS, the police and fire departments of Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government have been plagued by excessive turnover because of the inadequate benefits and salaries;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the House of Representatives of the General Assembly urges the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government to study the salaries and pension benefits of Lexington police and firefighters.

Section 2.   Provisions of this Resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
