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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Attorney General Greg Stumbo.

WHEREAS, Gregory D. "Greg" Stumbo has served the people of the Commonwealth for more than a quarter century, first in the judicial branch, then as a member of the House of Representatives of the General Assembly; and

WHEREAS, first elected to the House in 1980, Greg Stumbo began a legislative career that would span twelve consecutive terms, including 19 years as House Majority Floor Leader, distinguishing himself as the longest-serving individual in that office; and

WHEREAS, when first elected as Majority Floor Leader in 1985, Mr. Stumbo was the youngest Majority Floor Leader elected in the nation; and

WHEREAS, in 2003, Greg Stumbo was elected by the members of the majority caucus to an unprecedented tenth term in that post; and

WHEREAS, Greg Stumbo, representing his beloved Prestonsburg, a vibrant community in the heart of Kentucky's Appalachian Coalfields, has championed the fight to protect Kentucky's environment and natural resources, earning him the moniker "Chief Defender" of Kentucky's environment by one of the state's largest newspapers; and

WHEREAS, in 1999, Mr. Stumbo was the recipient of the Kentucky Environmental Quality Commission's prestigious Earth Day Award and was the chief sponsor of House Bill 174 in the 2002 Extraordinary Session which overhauled Kentucky's solid waste system by creating the Kentucky Pride Fund for landfill closure, environmental education, and cleanup of open dumps and litter along public roads; and

WHEREAS, Greg Stumbo has been recognized by the Kentucky Academy of Trial Attorneys and the Kentucky Family Safety Foundation in 2002 for his commitment to consumer legislation; he has chaired the Special Task Force on Container Deposit; and he has served on the Special Legislative Task Force on Postsecondary Education, and the Education Reform Task Force which drafted the Kentucky Education Reform Act that transformed the Commonwealth into a national leader in education reform; and

WHEREAS, Greg Stumbo served as chair of the House Committee on Impeachment during the Commonwealth's first impeachment in a century, when the House of Representatives appointed a House Impeachment Committee in 1991; and

WHEREAS, Greg Stumbo has championed many causes, including campaign finance reform, the state lottery, stricter penalties for violent offenders, executive and legislative branch ethics reform, just to name a few; and

WHEREAS, in 2003, Greg Stumbo was elected by the Kentucky voters to the Office of Attorney General of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives join with Representative Chuck Meade in saluting Greg Stumbo as he assumes the duties of the office to which he has been elected.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives salutes Greg Stumbo for his multitude of contributions to his beloved Eastern Kentucky and the entire Commonwealth.

Section 3.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it adjourns in loving tribute to and in honor of our friend, the "Gentlemen from Floyd 95," public servant.
