WHEREAS, Jim Owen Gaines is the loving father of Donna Kay Gaines, Marilyn "Dee Dee" Roach, and Linda Tipton; and

WHEREAS, Jim Owen Gaines was the loving husband of the late Doris Ethelyn Smith Gaines for over 52 years; and

WHEREAS, in January of 2004, Jim Owen Gaines retired as Woodford County Property Valuation Administrator, a position which he held and executed faithfully and steadfastly for 39 years;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
