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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Barbara Adams.

WHEREAS, Barbara Adams was born and raised in the foothills of the Appalachian Mountains in Laurel County, Kentucky; her story is related to many stories of battered women and children who are victims of their environment and suffer horrible abuse at the hands of their husbands, their fathers, and their brothers as the result of generations of cultivated and executed domestic violence; and

WHEREAS, Barbara Adams was one such battered woman; her mother was abused by her father, and she was abused by her two husbands, facing death many times, until the day she courageously broke from her bonds and fled to an Abuse Shelter; her healing process took many years of counseling and soul searching; and

WHEREAS, Barbara Adams is now a student at Berea College; she shares her domestic violence story with other battered and abused women and children; and she is passionately involved in film making, for through film she is able to express herself as the victim and as the survivor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives is hereby proud and honored to recognize Barbara Adams for her courageous efforts. She is an inspiration and a voice for those suffering from domestic violence, and she has contributed a great deal toward the enhancement of the quality of life for many Kentucky women and children. We wish her continued success in all future endeavors.
