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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the American Printing House for the Blind.

WHEREAS, the American Printing House for the Blind was founded in Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky in 1858 for the purpose of promoting the independence of blind and visually impaired persons by providing specialized materials, products, and services needed for education and life; and

WHEREAS, the American Printing House for the Blind is the oldest institution of its kind in the United States, and is also the world's largest company dedicated to creating products and services for people who are visually impaired; it is the official supplier of educational materials for visually impaired students below the college level in the United States and its territories; and

WHEREAS, the American Printing House for the Blind manufactures Braille, large print, recorded, CD-ROM, and tactile graphic publications, as well as a wide assortment of educational and daily living products; and it also offers a variety of services to assist consumers and professionals in the field of vision, such as "Louis," a database listing materials available in accessible media from organizations across North America; and

WHEREAS, the Marie and Eugene Callahan Museum of the American Printing House for the Blind provides an interesting look at the history of the education of blind people, and it is currently presenting to the public a traveling exhibit In Touch With Knowledge: The Educational History of Blind People, which continues through January 31, 2004 at the Main Library at 301 York Street in Louisville, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, visitors to this exhibit experience hands-on reading and writing, hands-on science, and hands-on geography, and come away with a greater understanding and appreciation of how blind people receive and communicate information and achieve self-sufficiency;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives recognizes and applauds the American Printing House for the Blind for their many years of dedicated service to the blind and visually impaired. The House of Representatives also encourages the public to attend the traveling exhibit In Touch With Knowledge: The Educational History of Blind People.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the American Printing House for the Blind.
