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A RESOLUTION honoring Kentucky's disabled citizens and recognizing Disabilities Awareness Day.

WHEREAS, 874,000 Kentuckians are frail, elderly or have disabilities, including mental illness and mental retardation; and

WHEREAS, there is an acute need for better funding, and a growing demand for Medicaid and other services that benefit the elderly and disabled; and

WHEREAS, during the 2004 General Assembly, it is urgent that legislators give strong consideration to increased funding of programs that provide vital services to the elderly and disabled; and

WHEREAS, attention should also be directed toward educating the general public about disabilities in order to erase the stigma associated with them;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize all Kentuckians with disabilities, and we support better funding for their services.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in recognition of Disabilities Awareness Day on January 14, 2004.
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
