WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. has been a resident of the Commonwealth of Kentucky for many years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. served the citizens of the United States of America by serving in the United States Navy from 1948 through 1952, with service extending into the Korean Conflict from 1950 to 1952; and

WHEREAS, After his honorable service with the United States Navy, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. entered into the honored field of veterinary practice after matriculating from Auburn University in 1958, founding the Harrison Veterinary Clinic in Cynthiana, Kentucky, and receiving several professional awards; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. has benefited his community through participation in the Cynthiana Rotary Club and the Cynthiana-Harrison County Chamber of Commerce, where he has served as President, Vice President, and Chairman of the Board, and through many years of service on the Harrison County School Board, where he also served as chair; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. received the accolades of his service through the reception of the Citizen of the Year Award in 1975, and the Distinguished Service Award in 1994, both presented by the Cynthiana-Harrison Chamber of Commerce; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. served the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky with 17 years of exceptional service in the Senate of the Kentucky General Assembly, lending his expertise from 1978 to 1995, receiving the accolade of Outstanding Freshman Senator in 1979, and participating on the Agriculture and Natural Resources Committee, the Joint Sub-Committee on Learning Disabilities, the Counties and Special Districts Committee, the Joint Committee on Environmental Affairs, the State Government Committee, the notable Educational Accountability Committee, and the Senate Education Committee, where he was Chair for four years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. further acted in service to the citizens of the Commonwealth through his aid of the Governor of Kentucky where he most recently served as the Secretary of the Governor's Executive Cabinet, but was also the Deputy Secretary beforehand, and where he also contributed his talents as Education Policy Advisor; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr.'s talents in science and administration were exercised in service to the Central Mid-West Low Level Radioactive Waste Compact Commission, where he was the Commissioner and Chair; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. is the beloved husband of Dorothy Monson Ford, and is a loving father, and a doting grandfather;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.
