MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure establishes a Class D felony for a person convicted of knowingly using a communications system for the purpose of procuring or promoting the use of a minor for any activity in violation of KRS 510.040, 510.050, 510.070, 510.080, or 530.064; and prohibits the prosecution of this offense and an another specified offense if both were committed during in a single course of conduct.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure creates a new section of KRS 510.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of this measure is anticipated to be minimal and is dependant upon the number of convictions for the noted offense.  

The estimated cost to incarcerate a person in a local jail for a Class D felony is $10,000 per year. 
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
