Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 403 to provide civil remedies for parental interference where court ordered visitation with minor children is intentionally denied without good cause; create a new section of KRS Chapter 403 to allow interaction in public places between non-custodial parents and their children unless good cause exists to prohibit the interaction; create a new section of KRS Chapter 509 to create the crime of parenting interference involving a violation of either of the first two sections of the Act.




Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates the offense of Parenting Interference, a Class A misdemeanor for the first and second offense and a Class D felony for the third and subsequent offense.  The requirement for a third offense before this offense became a felony would result in no new commitments in the FY 05 and approximately three new commitments in FY 06. The impact on the Department of Corrections would be negligible.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
This bill would have no impact in FY 05 and negligible impact in FY 06.
