PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 129 GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 413 to void local ordinances that limit, prohibit, or penalize the owner of a farm as a consequence of farm equipment or machinery use, or as a consequence of making non-farm equipment usable for farm purposes.  It exempts from the provisions of the bill a consolidated local or urban-county government, or a county containing a city of the second class.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 129 GA on local government likely would be minimal.  The bill would require that the fiscal court or city legislative body repeal any ordinance that would limit the use of equipment or machinery on farms, but it exempts consolidated local and urban-county governments, and counties containing a city of the second class.  It is not known how many local governments affected by the bill's provisions have such an ordinance.  However, for those that do have an ordinance, the fiscal impact would entail the time and expenses of reviewing existing ordinances, drafting and advertising the repeal ordinance, placing the ordinance on the business docket for first, second, and final action, and printing a revised list of ordinances.
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
