On page 3, between lines 13 and 14, to insert the following:

"(10)
A county, city, charter county, consolidated local government, or urban-county government may enact an ordinance regulating or prohibiting owners or operators of private businesses open to the public from allowing smoking in the premises if the ordinance is first approved by a majority of the voters voting at a general election and subject to the following additional requirements:

(a)
The proposed ordinance is published as required by KRS Chapter 424, once not less than one hundred twenty (120) days prior to the election and once not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the election;
(b)
The ordinance specifies that it shall not become effective until a favorable vote is received pursuant to this subsection;
(c)
The ordinance contains ballot language specifying the effect of a "Yes" vote and a "No" vote on the proposal;
(d)
If the ordinance is not approved at the regular election next following its enactment it shall become null and void and shall be reenacted by the legislative body of the unit of local government prior to any further submission of the ordinance for a vote; and
(e)
If the ordinance is not approved by the voters, no ordinance on this issue shall be presented to the voters for three (3) years following the election at which it was defeated.
(11)
A county, city, charter county, consolidated local government, or urban-county government may enact an ordinance repealing an ordinance enacted under subsection (10) of this section if the ordinance is first approved by a majority of the voters voting at the next election."
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
