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AN ACT relating to civil actions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 372 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

If a Kentucky court may otherwise obtain personal and subject matter jurisdiction over a civil action and its litigants, and the civil action involves a contract or agreement relating to the sale or lease of goods, services, information, or real property, any provision in the contract or agreement limiting the availability of access by the litigants to the Court of Justice in favor of access to the judiciary of another jurisdiction shall be void as against public policy, and may be deemed severable from the contract or agreement. This provision shall not limit the applicability of any other law relating to choice of forum and venue, including that of inconvenient forum. 
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
