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AN ACT relating to coroners and their deputies.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 72 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

No coroner or deputy coroner shall, in executing the duties of the office, solicit business on behalf of or for a funeral home, mortuary, embalmer, crematory, cemetery, or other entity providing goods or services relating to the end of life industry.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 316 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Kentucky Board of Embalmers and Funeral Directors shall promulgate administrative regulations to establish procedures for disciplinary actions, suspensions, and reinstatement of a license suspended due to a violation of Section 1 of this Act.
Section 3.   KRS 72.992 is amended to read as follows:

Any person who violates KRS 72.020(1) or who interferes with the coroner in the lawful performance of his duties shall be fined not less than two hundred fifty dollars ($250), or be confined in jail for not more than ninety (90) days, or both.

(2)
Any coroner or deputy coroner who violates KRS 72.025 or 72.020 shall be guilty of willful neglect of official duties and shall be fined no more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) or forfeiture of office or both.

(3)
Any law enforcement officer who violates KRS 72.020 shall be guilty of willful neglect of official duties and shall be fined no more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) or forfeiture of office or both.

(4)
Any coroner or deputy coroner who violates Section 1 of this Act shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor and shall have his or her license suspended for a period of no less than five (5) years.
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
