On page 1, line 8, after "older", by inserting ", because obesity leads to higher rates of diabetes, heart disease, strokes, and kidney failure. These diseases often arise in older age as a result of unhealthly lifestyles that began during the person's youth and place a financial burden on individuals, families, employers, the health care industry, and state health care programs"; 

On page 1, line 10, after "older", by inserting ", because the percentage of adults in Kentucky who are obese exceed the national average"; 

On page 1, line 12, after "adolescents", by inserting ", because the percentage of children and adolescents in Kentucky who are obese exceed the national average"; 

On page 2, line 25, after "it", by inserting ", and encourage excellent dental health for Kentucky's children who are experiencing a high incidence of tooth decay and other dental problems"; 

On page 5, line 8, after "plan" by inserting ", and who may offer information to the commission regarding the implementation of Section 3 of this Act"; 

On page 6, line 9, by deleting "and";

On page 6, line 12, by deleting "." and inserting "; and" in lieu thereof;

On page 6, after line 12, by inserting the following:

"(n)
Assess the effectiveness of, and make policy recommendations that may include modifications of, Section 3 of this Act to the General Assembly.";

On page 6, line 16, after  "commission." by inserting "The commission may create a subcommittee to monitor the implementation of Section 3 of this Act.";

On page 7, between lines 4 and 5, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 158 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
During the period of time between the arrival of the first student at the school building and the end of the last instructional period, a school shall not sell the following food items through vending machines, school stores, canteens, or fundraisers by students, teachers, or other groups: chewing gum; water ices as defined in 7 C.F.R. Part 210; any food item that contains more than forty percent (40%) added sugar by weight; or other food items, except seeds and nuts, that contain more than six (6) grams of fat per serving.

A school may offer for a la carte sale on the cafeteria line only those food items that meet the U.S. Department of Agriculture standards for a breakfast or lunch component, using the food-based or enhanced food-based menu planning method, except that frozen desserts that contain at least twenty-five percent (25%) real juice, yogurt, and dairy products may be offered.

Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit or limit the sale of any food or beverage item to teachers, administrators, or other adult school employees in a separate area that is not accessible to students."; and
