PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure would require the surrender of a motor vehicle license plate for failure to maintain motor vehicle insurance, and would impose a fine or period of imprisonment for willfully failing to return the license plate.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 416 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal to moderate.  The measure requires surrender of a motor vehicle license plate for failure to maintain motor vehicle insurance.  Additionally, it authorizes payment of $100 from the fine, if levied, to the employing agency of the peace officer for securing possession of the motor vehicle license plate, when the plate was not voluntarily surrendered.

Any individual whose license or registration has been suspended for failure to maintain motor vehicle insurance, shall immediately return his license, motor vehicle license plate of the uninsured motor vehicle, and registration to the cabinet.  The cabinet shall direct any peace officer to secure possession of any license or registration of anyone failing to comply with these requirements.

The authorized payment to local law enforcement may negate some of the additional expense which will be incurred in complying with this measure.  However, in situations where vehicles are located on private property and law enforcement must seek authority to enter, non-law enforcement staff of local governments could become involved, for whose time and expense there would be no compensation.
