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AN ACT relating to crimes and punishments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 525.100 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of public intoxication when he or she appears in a public place manifestly under the influence of a controlled substance, or other intoxicating substance, excluding alcohol (unless the alcohol is present in combination with any of the above), not therapeutically administered, to the degree that he or she may endanger himself or herself or other persons or property, or unreasonably annoy persons in his or her vicinity.

(2)
Public intoxication is a Class B misdemeanor.
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
