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AN ACT relating to juries.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 29A.040 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A list of all persons over the age of eighteen (18) and holding valid driver's licenses which were issued in the county[, of the names and addresses of all persons filing Kentucky resident individual income tax returns which show an address in the county,] and of all persons registered to vote in the county shall constitute a master list of prospective jurors for a county.

(2)
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall at least annually acquire an electronic copy of the driver's license list from the Transportation Cabinet[, an electronic copy of the tax roll described in subsection (1) of this section from the Revenue Cabinet,] and an electronic copy of the voter registration lists from the State Board of Elections. In addition, the Administrative Office of the Courts shall at least annually acquire a listing of the names and addresses of all persons filing Kentucky resident individual income tax returns from the Revenue Cabinet, and a listing of deceased persons from the Department of Vital Statistics. The Transportation Cabinet, the Revenue Cabinet, the State Board of Elections, and the Department of Vital Statistics and those public officers or employees having custody, possession, or control of any of the lists required under this section shall annually furnish a copy of the list to the Administrative Office of the Courts without charge.

(3)
The Administrative Office of the Courts shall merge the lists required by subsections (1) and (2) of this section in a manner designed to create an accurate listing of all persons eligible for jury service and their current mailing addresses. The Administrative Office of the Courts may purge names from the master list upon reasonable evidence of death, change of state residence, change of county residence, or any other reason causing a person to be ineligible for jury service as found in KRS 29A.080.

(4)
Any person who comes into possession of the Kentucky income tax names and addresses as provided in this section shall be bound by the confidentiality provisions of KRS 131.190.

Section 2.   KRS 29A.170 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
For jury service on or after July 1, 2004, all jurors in Circuit and District Court shall be reimbursed[paid five dollars ($5) per day for jury service. In addition thereto, they shall be paid] seven dollars and fifty cents ($7.50) per day as reimbursement of expenses incurred, which sum is hereby determined to be the equivalent of the minimum daily expenses reasonably to be incurred by such juror.

(2)
In addition to the reimbursement required in subsection (1) of this section, for jury service on or after July 1, 2004, all jurors who lose their usual compensation as a result of jury service shall be paid ten dollars ($10) per day for jury service. For jury service on or after July 1, 2005, all jurors who lose their usual compensation as a result of jury service shall be paid seventeen dollars and fifty cents ($17.50) per day for jury service.

(3)
Persons who appear in court in response to a summons for jury duty and who are not relieved from jury service shall receive reimbursement, as required in subsection (1) of this section[full compensation] for each day they are required to be and are in attendance, even though they are not sworn or accepted for jury service. Persons who appear and are sworn or accepted for jury service shall receive compensation as required in subsection (2) of this section.

Section 3.   KRS 387.570 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
At a hearing convened pursuant to KRS 387.500 to 387.770 for the purpose of determining the disability of a respondent, the respondent shall have a jury trial and shall have the right to present evidence and to confront and cross-examine all witnesses. 

(2)
The hearing may be closed to the public on request of the respondent or his counsel. 

(3)
The respondent shall be present at the hearing, and his presence may be waived only upon a determination of the court that his attendance would subject him to serious risk of harm. Such determination shall be evidence only of the respondent's inability to attend the hearing and shall not be considered in determining the need for guardianship or conservatorship. 

(4)
The court may remove itself to the place of residence of the respondent to conduct the hearing in the presence of the respondent. 

(5)
The burden of proof shall be on the Commonwealth to prove the disability or partial disability of the respondent by clear and convincing evidence. 

(6)
The respondent will not be determined partially disabled or disabled unless at least one (1) of the persons who participated in the interdisciplinary evaluation required by KRS 387.540 testifies in person at the hearing. This section shall not be interpreted to preclude the respondent from requiring the testimony of more than one (1) person participating in the preparation of the evaluation report.

(7)
If demanded by or on behalf of any party or by an immediate family member of the respondent, the hearing shall be by jury. Otherwise, the court may hold the hearing with or without a jury as the court may elect.

Section 4.   KRS 387.580 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
At a hearing convened under KRS 387.500 to 387.770 for a determination of partial disability or disability, the court, or the jury if one is impaneled,[jury] shall: 

(a)
Inquire into the nature and extent of the general intellectual functioning of the respondent; 

(b)
Inquire into the respondent's capacity to make informed decisions concerning his personal affairs and financial resources; 

(c)
Determine whether the respondent is disabled, partially disabled, or has no disability in relation to the management of his financial resources; and 

(d)
Determine whether the respondent is disabled, partially disabled, or has no disability in relation to the management of his personal affairs. 

(2)
If the respondent is found not to be disabled or partially disabled, the petition shall be dismissed. 

(3)
If the respondent is found to be disabled or partially disabled, the court shall, at the same hearing, without a jury, determine: 

(a)
The type of guardian or conservator to be appointed; 

(b)
The specific legal disabilities to which the respondent is subject, if the respondent has been determined to be partially disabled; 

(c)
The corresponding powers and duties of the limited guardian or limited conservator, if the respondent has been determined to be partially disabled; 

(d)
The individual or entity to be appointed by the court as limited guardian, guardian, limited conservator, or conservator; 

(e)
The individual or entity, if any, to be appointed as standby guardian or conservator; and 

(f)
The duration of the term of guardianship or conservatorship. 
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
