PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 197 to require that, in a civil action, the party requesting the presence of a prisoner from jail or prison to testify in court shall pay the costs of guards, transportation, food, and other associated costs.  Additionally the measure provides for the use videoconferencing, or other telecommunications technology without removing the prisoner from the facility, where practical.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 261 on local governments is expected to be minimal.  The party requesting the presence of the prisoner from jail to testify must present payment for all costs associated with transportation of the prisoner, 24 hours in advance of the scheduled hearing.  If enacted, the measure would require additional administrative costs associated with collecting and reporting of funds received from the party requesting the presence of the prisoner.
