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AN ACT relating to condemnation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 416.550 TO 416.670 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A condemnor contemplating the condemnation of more than one (1) parcel of land, including condemnation of the use and occupation of a parcel of land, where the condemnations would relate to a single project, may petition the Circuit Court in a single civil action to declare the legal right of the condemnor to condemn each of the parcels of land in the project by utilizing the procedures set out in KRS 416.540 to 416.670 for actual condemnation, except that the petition shall not request the relief specified by KRS 416.570(3) and the court shall not fix the value of the parcels of land nor appoint commissioners for that purpose. The purpose of this civil action shall be solely to determine the legal validity of the condemnor's right to condemn each of the parcels of property set out in the petition, and the court may waive any of the procedures otherwise required by KRS 416.540 to 416.670 that are superfluous to this objective. 

(2)
The judgment of the Circuit Court under subsection (1) of this section as to the legal validity of the condemnation of a parcel of land shall bind both the condemnor and the condemnee in any subsequent litigation relating to that parcel of land, including an action brought under KRS 416.540 to 416.670.
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
