KENTUCKY GENERAL ASSEMBLY AMENDMENT FORM

Amend printed copy of SENATE COMMITTEE SUBSTITUTE TO SENATE BILL NO. 39

On page 5, after line 16, insert the following new sections:

"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section and Section 4 of this Act, "qualified agency" means an agency or organization that is a nongovernmental, nonprofit organization that provides family planning or reproductive health services. The term shall not include any agency or organization that prohibits or limits access to abortion services.

(2)
One (1) or more qualified agencies may apply to the Transportation Cabinet to produce a special Protect Choice license plate after the agency or agencies collect nine hundred (900) applications with each application being accompanied by a twenty-five dollar ($25) state fee. The applications and accompanying fees shall be submitted to the cabinet at one (1) time as a group and shall not be submitted individually or intermittently. After the minimum number of applications and accompanying state fee have been submitted to the Transportation Cabinet, the cabinet shall begin designing and printing special Protect Choice license plates. If one (1) or more qualified agencies has not submitted the minimum number of nine hundred (900) applications to the cabinet within a year of the effective date of this Act, this section shall expire.

The name "Kentucky", space for an annual renewal decal, and the words "Protect Choice" shall appear on the Protect Choice license plate and the Transportation Cabinet may use any combination of letters or numerals as needed in assigning registration numbers.

(4)
After the Protect Choice license plate has been printed, each of the nine hundred (900) individuals who applied for the plate under subsection (1) of this section shall be notified to pick up his or her license plate at the office of the county clerk in the county where the person lives and shall be required to pay the county clerk a fee of three dollars ($3) when picking up the plate.

The owner or lessee of a motor vehicle registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a) who was not one (1) of the original nine hundred (900) applicants for a Protect Choice license plate may apply for a Protect Choice license plate in the office of the county clerk in the county where the person lives.

Each initial applicant for a Protect Choice license plate shall pay a total fee of twenty-eight dollars ($28) of which the state shall receive a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25) that includes the fee to reflectorize the license plate under KRS 186.240, and the county clerk shall receive a fee of three dollars ($3). Each applicant applying to renew a Protect Choice license plate shall pay a total fee of fifteen dollars ($15) of which the state shall receive a fee of twelve dollars ($12) that includes the fee to reflectorize the license plate under KRS 186.240, and the county clerk shall receive a fee of three dollars ($3).

An initial applicant or an applicant renewing registration for a Protect Choice license plate may, at the time of application, make a voluntary contribution of twenty dollars ($20) that the county clerk shall remit quarterly in compliance with Section 4 of this Act.

(8)
An actual Protect Choice license plate shall be issued on the same schedule as regular license plates are issued under KRS 186.240. The cabinet shall have the discretion to extend the time period that will exist between the date an actual license plate is issued under this subsection and the date the plate is replaced. A renewal registration decal shall be issued all other years during the owner's or lessee's birth month. A person seeking a Protect Choice license plate for a vehicle provided as part of the person's occupation shall conform to the requirements of KRS 186.050(14).

A Protect Choice license plate shall be replaced free of charge if the metal plate is destroyed in an accident, deteriorates to a point that the lettering, numbering, or images on the face of the plate are not legible, or the plate is stolen, if the owner or lessee has not transferred the vehicle to which the plate was issued during the current licensing period.

Upon the sale, transfer, or termination of a lease of a vehicle licensed under this section, the owner or lessee shall remove the Protect Choice license plate and return it and the certificate of registration to the county clerk. The county clerk shall reissue the owner or lessee a regular license plate and certificate of registration upon payment of a three dollar ($3) county clerk fee. If the owner or lessee requests, the county clerk shall reissue the Protect Choice license plate free of charge for use on any other vehicle of the same classification and category owned by the person during the current licensing period. If the owner or lessee has the Protect Choice license plate reissued to another vehicle, the regular license plate that is being replaced shall be returned to the county clerk who shall forward the plate to the Transportation Cabinet.

SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 186 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A county clerk shall quarterly disburse funds from the voluntary contributions accompanying the sale of Protect Choice license plates under Section 3 of this Act equally among the qualified agencies who applied to the Transportation Cabinet for the special Protect Choice license plate to be printed.
(2)
Funds received by a qualified agency under this section shall be used to support the mission of the qualified agency, but shall not be used for legal expenses or capital expenditures.

(3)
Each qualified agency that receives funds from Protect Choice license plates shall:
(a)
Deposit the funds into an account separate from all other agency accounts;

(b)
Audit the account yearly, at the expense of the agency, to verify if funds were used in compliance with subsection (2) of this section; and

(c)
Submit the completed audit to the Transportation Cabinet.".
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
