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AN ACT relating to insurance claims.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 20 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For purposes of this section, "insurer" means an insurer writing a policy of private passenger automobile insurance or homeowner's insurance upon property within this state. "Homeowner's insurance" includes but is not limited to dwelling-owner's insurance, residential fire insurance, condominium insurance, or tenant's or renter's insurance.

(2)
Third-party liability claims shall not be used by an insurer for underwriting or rating purposes unless the insurer gives written notice of the claim to the insured within thirty (30) days after the filing of the third-party liability claim. The notice shall state whether the insurer uses the number of claims filed for purposes of underwriting or rating. If the number of claims filed is used, the notice shall describe how it is used and disclose the number of claims on the insured's record.

(3)
Within thirty (30) days after an insured files a claim with its insurer which uses the number of claims filed for purposes of underwriting or rating, the insurer shall give the insured written notice that it uses the number of claims filed for purposes of underwriting or rating, describe how it is used, and disclose the number of claims on the insured's record.
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
