MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

Provide Medicaid reimbursement for evidence-based treatment for tobacco dependence.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:

SB 65 amends KRS 205.560 to provide Medicaid reimbursement for evidence-based treatment for tobacco dependence.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

This fiscal impact is indeterminable because the number of Medicaid eligibles who may be referred for tobacco-dependence treatment by a physician, advanced registered nurse practitioner or physician’s assistant, and the cost of that treatment, are unknown.  Per the Health and Family Services Cabinet, although the treatment may have a positive impact on the recipient’s health in the long-run which would reduce overall medical costs, the legislation would result in increased Medicaid costs during the FB 2004-06 biennium.

The Cabinet further mentions that  the Medicaid program is currently underfunded approximately $500 million ($151 million General Fund) in FY 2004-05 and $870 million ($263 million General Fund) in FY 2005-06.
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
