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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the "Alice Lloyd Highway."

WHEREAS, Alice Lloyd College, located in Pippa Passes, Knott County, Kentucky, was named for its founder, Alice Spencer Geddes Lloyd; and

WHEREAS, Alice Lloyd began her career writing for local newspapers and periodicals before becoming in 1902 publisher and editor of The Cambridge Press, the first publication in America with an all-female staff; and

WHEREAS, in 1916 Alice Lloyd moved to Pippa Passes to become a teacher and help provide a brighter future to the children of Appalachia through education; and

WHEREAS, thwarting stereotypes, Alice Lloyd believed that the children of Kentucky were among the best and brightest students regardless of the region or circumstances of their birth; and

WHEREAS, insistent that no child should be denied an education due to a lack of financial resources, Alice Lloyd instituted a mandatory student work program, and she secured generous financial support from her friends and family in Massachusetts to ensure the success of her mission; and

WHEREAS, Alice Lloyd inspired generations of young people in the Appalachian region and her vision and dream is realized as Alice Lloyd College, a private four year liberal arts institution with a renowned reputation for excellence in education;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name Kentucky Route 899 in Pippa Passes, Knott County, Kentucky, which is the by-pass around Alice Lloyd College, the "Alice Lloyd Highway."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs on Kentucky Route 899 in Pippa Passes, Knott County, Kentucky, the by-pass around Alice Lloyd College, that read "Alice Lloyd Highway."
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
