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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming a bridge in Pike County in memory of Ernest Cochran.

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran was born on June 3, 1917, the son of John H. and Octavia Cochran; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran married his beloved Audrey May Blackburn on December 30, 1936, a union that lasted sixty six years and only temporarily ended with his passing on Thursday, May 22, 2003; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran joined The Old Regular Baptist Church in December 1947 and became an ordained minister in 1950; and

WHEREAS, in 1963 Ernest Cochran became Moderator of The Old Regular Baptist Church, a position he lovingly served until he was taken home to be with his heavenly Father; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran was a retired coal miner and farmer, and was a dedicated member of the United Mine Workers of America; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran was a devoted family man and is survived by his soul mate Audrey, sons Ernie and John, daughters Joy, June, Gail, and Judy, five brothers, two sisters, eleven grandchildren, seven great grandchildren, and a host of nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran was preceded in death by his son Stoney and four brothers; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Cochran will be remembered by every soul whose life he touched as a compassionate man always concerned about the welfare of others;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the General Assembly posthumously proclaim Ernest Cochran to have been an outstanding Kentuckian and exemplary representative of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name bridge number B00198 in Pike County located at milepoint 17.059 over Big Creek 0.2 miles west of the junction of United States Route 119 and Kentucky Route 468 the "Ernest Cochran Memorial Bridge."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs to each approach of the bridge identified in Section 2 of this Resolution that read "Ernest Cochran Memorial Bridge."
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
