WHEREAS, Lucy Perry Durham was born on October 3, 1923, a native of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on October 15, 2003; and

WHEREAS, Lucy Perry Durham was the loving daughter of the late William A. and Mary Jo Hagan Perry; she was the devoted wife of 55 years to Lloyd W. Durham; she was the loving mother of four daughters, Mary Jo Eagen of Gaithersburg, Maryland, Lucy Durham of Louisville, and Annie Durham and Ellen Durham, both of West Palm Beach, Florida; and she was the loving mother of seven sons, Wes Durham of Corydon, Indiana, Phillip A.
