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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Ernest Jasmin upon being named the recipient of the Louisville Bar Association's Trailblazer Award.

WHEREAS, it seems appropriate from time to time for this honorable body to reflect upon the contributions of special Kentuckians who have enriched the lives of so many people; and

WHEREAS, Ernest Jasmin, a prominent Louisville attorney for more than 30 years, became Kentucky's first African-American Commonwealth's attorney in 1988, and during his tenure as Commonwealth's attorney, he maintained dignity, respect, and honor proper to that office, while handling many of Louisville's most celebrated court cases; and he also diligently served as Jefferson Circuit Judge from 1992 until his retirement in 1999; and

WHEREAS, known for his fiery oratory arguments and often quoting from scripture, Ernest Jasmin gained the respect of his peers for his contribution to the judicial system; and he is recognized by his peers as a true trailblazer, and has served as a source of strength and encouragement to those who follow him; and

WHEREAS, on February 26, 2004, Ernest Jasmin was the recipient of the Louisville Bar Association's second annual Trailblazer Award;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is proud and honored to recognize Ernest Jasmin upon being named the recipient of the prestigious Trailblazer Award which was presented by the Louisville Bar Association on February 26, 2004. The Senate also wishes Ernest Jasmin success in all future endeavors.
