WHEREAS, Nolan A. Hays was born on April 5, 1921, a native of Wolverine, Breathitt County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on September 16, 2002; and

WHEREAS, Nolan A. Hays was the loving son of the late George and Martha Oliver Hays; he was the devoted husband of Edith Chaney Hays; he was the loving father of two sons, Phillip Hays of Jackson and William Scott Hays of Cleveland, Mississippi; and he was the proud grandfather of four grandchildren, and the proud great-grandfather of a great-grandchild; and

WHEREAS, Nolan A. Hays served his country with pride and distinction in the United States Army during World War II, where he bravely fought at Normandy, Northern France, Ardennes, Rhineland, and Central Europe; he was the recipient of the European-African-Middle Eastern Theater Ribbon with 5 Bronze service stars, a Good Conduct medal, and a WWII Victory Medal; and
