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A RESOLUTION requesting the Program Review and Investigations Committee to study, evaluate, and make recommendations to improve the process for the issuance, tracking, and service of criminal warrants in the Kentucky criminal justice system.

WHEREAS, the protection of the citizens of Kentucky from the predations of crime constitutes one of the most fundamental functions of the government of this great Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the path to justice for many begins with the issuance and service of a criminal warrant on the wrongdoer; and

WHEREAS, there may presently exist a large number of unserved criminal warrants, allowing crimes against innocent victims to go unpunished; and

WHEREAS, there is not presently being utilized any ready and effective means of tracking the number of criminal warrants issued by the Court of Justice;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
