A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of the Reverend Jerome Charles Britt.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to the Reverend Jerome Charles Britt, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Jerome Charles Britt was a diocesan consultor in the Diocese of Covington; he was a member of the Catholic Committee on Scouting, and he served as a Scout chaplain; and

WHEREAS, Jerome Charles Britt dedicated his life to the Catholic Church and his Priesthood; he was admired for his guidance and wisdom, and the parishioners he served through the years were indeed blessed to receive the peace and joy and kindness and generosity that he so lovingly gave; and

WHEREAS, the passing of the Reverend Jerome Charles Britt has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
