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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Sergeant Justin A. Scott.

With deepest sympathy and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Sergeant Justin A. Scott, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Justin A. Scott was born on July 4, 1981, a native of Bellevue, Campbell County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 29, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Justin A. Scott was the devoted son of William E. Scott, Jr. and Karen S. Humphrey, and he also leaves behind: loving stepparents, Lisa A. Scott and David L. Humphrey; sisters, Samantha L. Scott and Ciera R. Mitchell; brothers, Joseph M. Scott and James R. Mitchell; grandparents, William and Thelma Scott, Sr. and Patricia Fuller; great-grandparents, Marietta Coffin and Thelma Davis; and his fiancee, Kristen A. Menkhaus; and

WHEREAS, Justin A. Scott graduated from Bellevue High School in 2000, where he was a proud member of the football and baseball teams; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott enlisted in the United States Army in 2000 and was assigned to the 2nd Battalion, 87th Infantry Regiment of the 10th Mountain Division, Fort Drum, New York; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott bravely served almost two years in the Gaza Strip in Israel during a time of highly dangerous Palestinian conflict; he was then sent to Afghanistan and for a year and a half participated in various significant missions throughout the mountains of Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott developed a unique relationship with the seventh and eighth grade social studies classes at Bellevue High School by communicating by letter about his experiences in Afghanistan which enabled the students to learn and appreciate his participation and the participation of other American soldiers in support of Operation Enduring Freedom; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott was serving with the 2nd Battalion, 87th Infantry Regiment of the 10th Mountain Division in the village of Dehe Hendu outside Kabul in southeastern Afghanistan when there was an explosion near a weapons cache where he was working to destroy the weapons; and

WHEREAS, those soldiers who accompanied Sergeant Justin A. Scott on this mission also deserve our respect for making the ultimate sacrifice of their lives: Staff Sergeant Shawn M. Clemens, Allegany, New York; Specialist Robert J. Cook, Sun Prairie, Wisconsin; Specialist Adam G. Kinser, Sacramento, California; Sergeant 1st Class Curtis Mancini, Fort Lauderdale, Florida; Staff Sergeant James D. Mowris, Aurora, Missouri; Sergeant Danton K. Seitsinger, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma; and Sergeant Benjamin L. Gilman, Meriden, Connecticut; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott served his country with dedication and honor; he exemplified stellar skills as a soldier, and he was an extremely likable young man with a bright future; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Justin A. Scott was awarded the Bronze Star for bravery and meritorious service, the Purple Heart for wounds received in action, and the combat infantryman badge; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky is deeply grateful to Sergeant Justin A. Scott for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Justin A. Scott has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
