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A RESOLUTION memorializing Custer Burnam Reynolds and adjourning the House of Representatives in his honor.

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds was a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, born in Crockettsville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds served his country faithfully in the United States Marine Corps' Fourth Division in World War II in which his division participated during the famed invasion of the island of Iwo Jima in the Pacific; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds's passion for education was demonstrated throughout his life in his pursuit of education through his attainment of a Bachelor's degree from Morehead State University, a Master's degree in Educational Administration from the University of Kentucky, and a Doctor of Letters' degree from Asbury College; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds's passion for education was also realized through his career as a public school teacher, and as the principal of Fairfield High School in Ohio, and of DeSoto County High School in Florida; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds's passion for education was furthermore realized through his participation in academia serving as the Academic Dean and Vice President for Academic Affairs at Asbury College from 1966 through 1973; as Director of Teacher Education; as Chairman of the Division of Education and Psychology; and by serving on the Kentucky Commission of Secondary Schools of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools and the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education's national review board; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds gave of his time serving as director of the United Way Campaign for the Bluegrass, and gave of his time to assist Morehead State University where he served as the national chair of the Fund Raising Committee for Morehead State University in 1990, and served as the President of the Alumni Association of Morehead State University; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds was distinguished by Morehead State University by his induction into the Morehead State University Athletic Hall of Fame and in the Morehead Alumni Hall of Fame, and as Morehead Alumnus of the Year, 1972; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds served God in the capacity of a lay minister and was a faithful and active member of the Wilmore Free Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds was the loving husband for 59 years of Helen Reynolds, who preceded him in death; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds was the loving father to Dr. Burnam Reynolds; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds was the pride-filled grandfather of three grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Custer Burnam Reynolds passed from this world on October 8, 2004;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow to the family and friends of Custer Burnam Reynolds in the event of his passing and acknowledges that his contributions in education, academia, and matters of spirituality were manifold and extraordinary and most worthy of recording in this Resolution.
