WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was an eminently valued resident of Henderson, Kentucky, residing there at the time of her passing on October 3, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was the loving wife of the late Judge Eugene Chaney; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was the adoring mother of Darrel Chaney, proud grandparent of Mike Eugene Chaney, and proud great-grandparent of two great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was exceptionally active in her hometown of Henderson, being a member of both the Methodist Hospital board of directors as well as the hospital foundation, and serving the Hugh E. Sanderfur Training Center, the Henderson County Public Library Foundation, the Henderson Community College Foundation, the Emergency Shelter for Women, the Henderson Economic Development Council, the United Way, and the Riverview School, among other organizations; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney and her husband were longtime business owners in downtown Henderson, opening their first in the 1930s; and

WHEREAS, for her involvement with the downtown area and the community, the Downtown Henderson Project awarded Hazel M. Chaney its Heart of Henderson Award; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was instrumental in realizing the Chaney House, a group home for at-risk boys of which her husband, before his passing, advocated the creation; and

WHEREAS, Hazel M. Chaney was exceptionally active in the First Christian Church, serving as an elder, and in countless other ways;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby extend its most sincere condolences and expresses a profound sense of sorrow to the family and friends of Hazel M. Chaney on the event of her passing.
