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A RESOLUTION commending the House of Representatives Leadership and the staff of the Legislative Research Commission for their efforts during the 2004 Extraordinary Session.

WHEREAS, Governor Ernie Fletcher called the General Assembly into extraordinary session on Tuesday October 5, 2004, for the purpose of considering the compensation, health insurance benefits, and retirement benefits of active and retired public employees; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly did convene, and upon that convention, House Leadership began building strategies and working in a bipartisan manner in order to propose legislation designed to reduce discontent with the 2005 health insurance plan offered to active and retired public employees--a total number of which would exceed well over 200,000 persons; and

WHEREAS, on Thursday, October 14, after countless hours spent by the House of Representatives Leadership and Legislative Research Commission staff in conferences and in meetings, the House of Representatives passed legislation detailing a revised health care plan for those active and retired public employees with the sincerest hopes that the revised plan will be more affordable and provide coverage commensurate with that offered in previous years; and

WHEREAS, the leadership of the House of Representatives, and indeed the entirety of the General Assembly, depends upon the good counsel and dedicated work of the Legislative Research Commission staff to execute the orders placed before it, and that all the staff excelled at this task when time was a considerable factor and during a time in which the active and retired public employees looked expectantly to the General Assembly for relief;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The membership of the House of Representatives does hereby commend the leadership members of the House of Representatives for their guidance and hard work in engaging the issue of revising the 2005 health care plan, and for producing legislation providing for a revised health care plan that is sincerely hoped to ease the financial burden upon active and retired public employees, thus keeping health care affordable and accessible to these highly-valued citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The membership of the House of Representatives furthermore lauds the entirety of the staff of the Legislative Research Commission for the manifold and varied roles each played in support of the representatives elected to execute the directives of the citizens of the Commonwealth.
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
