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A RESOLUTION honoring Representative Jim Callahan as he leaves this honorable body following seventeen years of dedicated service.

WHEREAS, Jim Callahan assumed office as a member of the House of Representatives in 1987 representing the citizens of Campbell County; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure in the House, the Gentleman from Campbell 67 has been listed as sponsor on more than 544 pieces of legislation, including more than 185 bills that were enacted into law and more than 359 resolutions that were adopted; and

WHEREAS, during his service in the House of Representatives, Jim Callahan helped to establish a Northern Kentucky Convention Corporation, streamlined workers' compensation statutes, established Crime Stoppers organizations, enhanced firefighter programs, created new tourism development tools for Northern Kentucky, improved county retirement programs, and provided a bonus for Vietnam era veterans, to name just a few of his many accomplishments; and
