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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in Honor of Archbishop Benjamin Nzimbi and the Anglican Church in Kenya.

WHEREAS, married with five children, Bishop Nzimbi was first ordained in 1985 as Bishop of Machakos, before moving to Kitue; and

WHEREAS, Archbishop Benjamin Nzimbi's Godly leadership is best demonstrated by his statement, "My leadership will follow the authority of the Scriptures"; and

WHEREAS, after his election multitudes of believers and churches in Western countries rejoiced to hear Bishop Nzimbi say, "Any new ideas should be theologically sound. We want the Church to be the Church"; and

WHEREAS, the Anglican Church has become a brilliant light to the Church in Western countries, empowering them to see their need to align themselves with God's Word and to distance themselves from all customs and world views incompatible with the Old and New Testaments; and

WHEREAS, having made the decision to expel all non-Biblical customs inherited from Western missionaries, African churches are now experiencing a great spiritual awakening whose power and vitality may soon reach the four corners of the earth; and

WHEREAS, African churches, especially the Anglican brethren, have endured great financial hardships rather than allow their churches to be corrupted by Western world views that do not glorify God; and

WHEREAS, by showcasing courageous leadership, the Anglican churches in Africa have inspired believers in other nations to correct and instruct weak leaders within their churches who have sometimes tolerated corrupt doctrine and practices within the church; and

WHEREAS, many churches throughout the United States have been greatly encouraged by the joyful and uplifting worship experienced in Africa's Protestant and Roman Catholic churches, including:

The clapping of hands (Job 27:23, Isaiah 55:12, 2 Kings 11:12, Psalms 47:1)

Shouting for joy (Psalms 5:11, 32:11, 35:27)

Joyful praise (Psalms 18:49, 21:13, 30:4, 149:3)

Singing, dancing, use of musical instruments ( 1 Sam. 18:6, 1 Sam. 30:16, 2

WHEREAS, the likelihood of the Church in America experiencing a spiritual awakening will be greatly increased when the Anglican Church of Africa encourages its members to fast and pray for such a move of God; and

WHEREAS, many Christians in the State of Kentucky have been given hope that God has heard their prayers for repentance and revival within the American Church because He has sent African ministers to preach in Kentucky churches and on several occasions to open the Kentucky House of Representatives with prayer and Christian songs;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Archbishop Benjamin Nzimbi and the Anglican Churches of Kenya.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives does hereby honor Archbishop Nzimbi for his efforts to restore public confidence in the Kenyan Government by calling for true reform and seeking the dismissal of all corrupt senior government officials.

Section 3.   The House of Representatives expresses its appreciation for the leadership of Archbishop Benjamin Nzimbi's efforts to adopt a Godly Constitution for Kenya that acknowledges God as the author of all civil and political liberties.

Section 4.   The House of Representatives congratulates Archbishop Nzimbi for his virtuous stands in defense of human life and the integrity of marriage.
