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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Dr. Curtis Phipps.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Dr. Curtis Phipps, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Curtis Phipps was born on September 30, 1915, a native of Magoffin County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Georgetown, Scott County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on June 20, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Curtis Phipps was the loving son of the late Bradford and Laura Remey Phipps; he was the devoted husband of 62 years to Ella Katherine Reed Phipps; he was the loving father of a daughter, Donna Ann Stout, and two sons, Steven Len Phipps and James Curtis Phipps; he was the proud grandfather of three grandchildren, and he was the proud great-grandfather of two great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Curtis Phipps served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Navy during World War II; and

WHEREAS, Curtis Phipps attended Campbellsville College and received an AB, MA, and Doctorate of Education from the University of Kentucky; he was a former professor of education and Dean of Students at Georgetown College; he taught at the University of Kentucky, and he retired from the State Department of Education in 1980, where he served as Director of the Division of Guidance Services; and

WHEREAS, Curtis Phipps was an outstanding citizen of the Scott County community, where he was a devout member of Georgetown Baptist Church, and where his funeral service was performed on June 24, 2004; since 1972, he had conducted Sunday morning services at Springhaven Nursing Home, and throughout his life, he demonstrated his strong Christian faith; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Dr. Curtis Phipps has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
