WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. was born on April 7, 1924, a native of Union County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on June 16, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. was the loving son of the late William Paul Herron Sr. and the late Louise Rhea Hicks Herron; he was the devoted husband of 62 years to Mary McCann Herron; he was the loving father of two sons, Paul Herron III and Michael Herron; he was the proud grandfather of seven grandchildren, and he was the proud great-grandfather of five great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. served his country with honor and distinction in the United States Army Reserves; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr., affectionately known as "Pie," graduated from Sturgis High School, where he was a lineman for the football team, and he attended Indiana University, where he also lettered in football; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. served his constituents from the 4th Senatorial District of Caldwell, Crittenden, Henderson, Livingston, Union, and Webster counties with pride and honesty from 1995 to 2004; he exemplified dedication, professionalism, and high standards while serving on the committees of Agriculture and Natural Resources, Appropriations and Revenue, Transportation, and Seniors, Veterans, Military Affairs, and Public Protection, and he was also on the Program Review and Investigations Committee and the Special Subcommittee on Energy; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. will be remembered as an active and involved citizen and an esteemed member of the Henderson County community, where he was a member of First United Methodist Church; by profession, he was a Real Estate Broker and Auctioneer, and he was the recipient of the Audubon Board of Realtors, Realtor of the Year Award in 1976; and he received a Lifetime Achievement Award from Auctioneers of Western Kentucky; he served two terms as Henderson County Judge-Executive from 1986 to 1994, and while in that capacity, he laid the groundwork for the construction of the new Henderson County Detention Center, and he also led efforts to improve bridges and roadways throughout the county; and

WHEREAS, Paul Herron Jr. was a member of Henderson Moose Lodge, Henderson Elks Lodge, American Legion, DeKoven Masonic Lodge #577, Rizpah Temple Madisonville, and Henderson Shrine Club; he served as a board member of the American Red Cross, Henderson County Senior Citizens, Drug/Alcohol Council, Earl C. Clements Job Corps, Human Relations, Industrial Foundation, Economic Development, Literacy Council, Green River Area Development District, and Audubon Area Community Services; and

WHEREAS, it is with fond recollection that we remember Paul Herron Jr., not only for his many accomplishments and friendships he made and sustained throughout his years of dedicated public service, but also his compassion for and understanding of the common man, which he demonstrated daily; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Paul Herron Jr. has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
